
Medical Director Checklist  

A Medical Director for a school CPR-AED program is a physician who will oversee the medical aspects of the school’s program.  

Project ADAM affiliates recommend all schools have trained staff and students in CPR and AED, a specific team of trained staff to respond to cardiac emergencies, and a written and practiced cardiac emergency response plan.

Responsibilities
· Communicates with the school CPR-AED coordinator 
· Oversees medical aspects of the program
· Reviews education efforts to increase awareness in the school community
· Assists with device selection when questions arise
· Reviews the school’s cardiac emergency response plan
· Helps with a post-event review and debriefing of rescuers following events that occur at the school 
· Assists with notification of the local EMS system
· Assists the  school CPR-AED coordinator with implementing  practice drills and other quality assurance activities
