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LEGISLATIVE RECOMMENDATIONS
Project ADAM is Working to Increase Access to School AEDs
Project ADAM encourages Legislation for AED laws that require all schools to have AEDs. Sudden Cardiac Death (SCD) can happen at any age. The requirement for AEDs should include plans for AED accessibility and management and foster a schoolwide team approach as noted below.
CPR/AED Training for School Teachers, Staff and Administrators
Project ADAM knows anyone could be the witness to a Sudden Cardiac Arrest (SCA) in the school or its facilities. It is best when all school personnel are aware of SCA signs and symptoms and know the proper response to help. We would like to see legislation requiring a Cardiac Emergency Response Plan (CERP) that includes training in CPR and the use of an AED as well as practiced SCA drills.
Cardiac Emergency Response Plans with Practiced Drills
Project ADAM advocates for legislation that supports implementation of school based emergency response plan. Having a written emergency response plan and practicing this plan as a drill will provide school personnel with the skills to help save lives.
