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In 1998, the laws of the State of Washington were amended to permit the use of semiautomatic external defibrillators (AED) by lay providers. The law establishes minimum Public Access Defibrillation program standards.

Sacred Heart Children’s Hospital has adopted Project Adam Inland Northwest to assist area schools in implementing an on site AED program. Selected schools will be granted an AED and/or additional resources to comply with state regulations which are essential to ensuring a safe and effective program.

Funding

Support for Project Adam Inland Northwest is provided through grant dollars received by the Sacred Heart Children’s Hospital Foundation.

Periodic Maintenance
Sacred Heart Engineering Services (SHES) will provide yearly maintenance and testing of the AED in accordance with manufactures guidelines as well as checks and maintenance as needed after use.

Medical Oversight

With the support and resources of Sacred Heart Children’s Hospital, Medical Director, Chris Anderson, MD, offers essential medical oversight by personally monitoring the program to ensure quality improvement and control. As a Board Certified Pediatric Electrophysiologist, he brings a unique opportunity to share the most current data and information on sudden cardiac arrest prevention and resuscitation.

Project ADAM Program Coordination
Ryan Schaefer RN serves as the informational source and constant link between participating schools, EMS personal, and the Project ADAM Team. Upon enrolling any school, notification will be provided to the appropriate local EMS agency regarding the existence and planned location of an AED. Maintaining consistent communication and providing constant support with regard to record keeping, data collection and incident management plays a key role in sustaining the integrity of the program.

Training

Schools that do not currently have staff participating in a CPR/First Aid course will be provided assistance in obtaining reasonable instruction in AED use and cardiopulmonary resuscitation from a course approved by the Dept. of Health for a minimum of 1 staff/ 100 students.
